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The Mary Glasgow 14-19 Curriculum Prize 2010
	Criteria for the Mary Glasgow 14-19 Curriculum Prizes

In 2010, the Mary Glasgow Language Trust (MGLT), in association with the Nuffield Foundation, will award prizes of £5000 to a maximum of four outstanding projects which lead to a higher take-up of language learning between the ages of 14 and 19. Normally this means that the programme would take place in Key Stage 4 or Key Stage 5, but in some cases it could start in Year 9 and lead directly into language learning in Year 10. 

Applications can be accepted from schools and 16-19 colleges*. Projects should aim to do something new and different, and should offer:

1. flexible and imaginative approaches to incorporating a modern language, or languages, into wider learning programmes within the 14-19 sector;

2. more engaging and successful learning for young people who would otherwise be likely to stop learning a language at 14; 

3. opportunities for students to gain national accreditation in languages. Projects should lead to a recognised form of accreditation; or develop an alternative model of accreditation that can be benchmarked against the National Qualifications Framework and has the potential to be validated by an awarding body;

4. the potential to be copied or adapted by other schools and colleges.

In addition, MGLT will also be looking for some of the following features: 

· outcomes which build on and go beyond language learning at KS3, with a focus on developing stronger communication skills. This might be in relation to putting skills into action to undertake practical tasks, developing greater fluency and confidence, extending language into new areas of experience, engaging with new aspects of culture and society, or increasing knowledge and understanding about language;

· links with other initiatives such as work on curriculum remodelling, behaviour and attendance, promoting inclusion, mentoring, creativity, active citizenship, the international dimension, use of digital media, extended projects, personalised learning, learning and thinking skills, or vocational learning; 

· provision for effective progression across phases of education, or into work or future training;
· partnerships with other schools, colleges, higher education, training establishments and employers.

	The prize money has two overall purposes:  

· to recognise and reward innovative curriculum development;

· to provide financial assistance to enable winning projects to develop high quality documentary and teaching materials, so that these may be made more widely available on the Web or by post.

In this way, MGLT hopes to provide a means whereby winning projects can inspire other schools and colleges, and can also provide ideas and materials to enable innovative models to be adopted or adapted in other contexts.  MGLT will expect to discuss with winning projects how these objectives  may be achieved.

We will respond as soon as possible offering advice about your application and your project’s eligibility. To ensure that you have sufficient time to complete and submit your application by the closing date of 31 March 2010 you are advised to submit your Expression of Interest by 31 January 2010.
